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ENVIRONMENT GRANT 

WHAT IS THE M.E.T. ENVIRONMENT
GRANT?

The simple aim of the Environment Grant is to encourage schools, community groups and organisations to enjoy and improve their surroundings.

Past projects supported have included ground improvements; composting and recycling schemes; the development of a wildflower garden; pond projects; community window-box schemes; sensory gardens and the building of raised beds for disabled gardeners. 

A variety of projects, large and small, but all sharing one common goal- the raising of awareness and enjoyment of the local environment.  Grants can also be used to pump-prime small research projects.
WHEN IS THE GRANT AVAILABLE?
All year round, with applications relating to Environment Week (1st week in June) especially welcome. 
Applications will be assessed by the M.E.T. Executive Committee and you will be informed of the outcome soon afterwards.
TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR A GRANT, YOUR GROUP OR ORGANISATION  MUST:
· Have a Constitution and bank account;
· Agree to provide proof of spending (e.g. invoices and receipts);
· Agree to share photos, press cuttings etc. relating to the project with M.E.T., and for these to be reproduced in M.E.T. publications and website. 

Preference will be given to schemes that do not use professional contractors, and that use environmentally sustainable products and practices.  Applicants are encouraged though not required to have an Environmental Policy in place.  M.E.T. officers will be happy to help groups wishing to adopt an Environmental Policy. 
HOW MUCH CAN WE APPLY FOR?

Grants of up to £500 may be awarded for eligible projects, whilst funding lasts.
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
